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CONDITIONS OF HIRE
WE ARE STRICTLY A NON SMOKING CAMP
PUBLIC LIABILITY

Your group must have appropriate public liability insurance cover. Please confirm policy number for our records.

EMERGENCY PROCEDURES

· Extinguishers and smoke alarms are installed throughout the camp.  These should not be tampered with or removed and charges will apply if these are set off without cause.  

· Evacuation plans are displayed throughout the camp.

· Emergency numbers are displayed in supervisor’s rooms and kitchen.

· Supervisors are to make themselves and campers familiar with evacuation plans.

· Groups are to ensure they have a supervisor with training in the use of fire extinguishers.

· Keep exits clear at all times.

WE REQUIRE A LIST OF ALL NAMES IN ATTENDANCE FOR FIRE REGULATION PURPOSES (Pages 22/23)
INCIDENTS

All accidents and incidents must be reported to the Office as soon as possible.

FIRST AID

First aid is the responsibility of the campers.  Campers must provide their own first aid equipment and trained staff.

KEYS

A key for your dormitory and supervisor rooms are available at the office.  Keys must be returned before departure or a $55.00 replacement fee will be incurred.

DAILY DUTIES

The campsite and grounds are to be maintained in a clean condition by the campers.  Rubbish Bins emptied regularly and lids secured. This includes bins located outside the kitchen (emptied daily)

SLEEPING ACCOMMODATION

Food and beverage is not to be consumed in dormitories or bedrooms.  For the health and safety of the hire group, the number of campers sleeping per room must not exceed the number of beds in that room. Mattresses must not be removed from the beds.
DAMAGE AND LOSS

All breakage’s and losses to campsite property and equipment are to be reported to campsite management.  They will be invoiced to the group.

Apex Camp Mudjimba takes no responsibility for loss or damage to personal property.

PARKING

We provide a car park at the front of the complex. Parking in this area is at the owners own risk and damages incurred are not the responsibility of Apex management. No vehicles are to be on camp grounds, other than designated parking areas.
SMOKE FREE ENVIRONMENT

Smoking is strictly prohibited in all areas of the camp buildings. If necessary, smokers are to use the Fire Pit or under cover shelter.

OTHER RESTRICTIONS
There are Strictly no water balloons or chewing gum allowed.

No pets allowed.

No firearms allowed.

AVAILABLE FOR HIRE

We have a data projector and white screen available for hire. Please advise us in writing of your request before your camp for booking purposes. There is a TV, Video and DVD in each Common Room available for your use free of charge.

ACTIVITY PROGRAMS 

During activities run by activity staff, group leaders are responsible for the behaviour and control of campers at the activity.

OUT OF BOUNDS AREAS

Kitchen, Shed & Workshops, Electrical switch rooms and ropes courses are all out of bounds at all times. No vehicles are to be on camp grounds, other than designated parking areas.
BEHAVIOUR

Group Leaders are asked to remind campers to respect each others’ personal property and the environment.

Campers are strictly not to enter other groups’ areas whilst they are staying at the camp.
The taking of flora or fauna from the camp or adjacent areas is strictly prohibited.

Mattresses are not to be removed from beds.

No balls allowed inside at all.

SWIMMING POOL / TENNIS COURT

These are common area. Times must be allocated to accommodate all campers. Please check with the office for bookings. Group leaders must supervise campers whilst using these areas.  No food or drink or toys allowed in pool area. No leaning on or bouncing racquets on tennis net.

CURFEW

Unless special permission is given, “lights out” is 11:00pm and noise restriction is from 10:00pm. Noise levels also need to be kept to a minimum before breakfast to avoid disturbing nearby residents.
END OF CAMP CLEANING

Groups will be issued with a cleaning checklist with the following duties that need to be completed before leaving: -

· Mattresses to be left leaning up

· Mats to be shaken out, and Vacuum carpet areas

· Tiled areas are to be swept

· All rubbish to be placed in industrial bin situated near tennis court

· Grounds to be left tidy and free of rubbish 
A cleaning fee of $150.00 will apply if these conditions are not followed.

VACATING
Consideration for incoming camp.

· Campers are required to vacate by 9.00am - removing possessions from dormitories. To facilitate the next group to moving in.
· Completion of Cleaning Checklist (provided upon your arrival) is to be handed to staff upon dormitory inspection.
 Kindly ensure all supervisors are aware of these conditions.
