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DUTIES REQUIRED WHILST AT CAMP

You will be required to organise groups to attend to the following duties whilst at camp:-

KITCHEN

· Approximately 4 people to serve meals.  If the children are under 14 years of age the supervisors accompanying the group will have to attend to this.

· All crockery to be cleaned and stacked where it came from in kitchen after all meals.

· All cutleries are to be cleaned and stacked in plastic trays in kitchen.

· Stainless steel benches and sinks to be cleaned and dried in kitchen after all meals.

· Dining room tables and stools to be wiped clean after all meals.

· All stools to be placed sideways on tables after all meals.
· All rubbish bins inside and outside dining area and also front lunch area to be emptied and replaced with garbage bags after all meals.
· Serving area and inside dining room area to be swept and mopped after all meals.
· Outside dining area to be swept.

ACCOMMODATION

· Garbage bins in dormitories to be emptied when full or at departure.
· All rubbish to be removed from dormitories at the end of camp.

· All floors to be swept in hallways and dormitories at the end of camp.

· Common room in Laird Accommodation area to be vacuumed at the end of camp.

AMMENNITIES/TOILETS

· Toilet floors are to be left free of paper at the end of camp.  
· You are not required to mop the toilet floors.

CAMP SURROUNDS

· Grounds must be free of litter, Emu Parade conducted.
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
